THE STUDY

The City of Vaughan is undertaking a
comprehensive study of its urban water
infrastructure, including water, wastewater and
stormwater systems, to support growth while
emphasizing environmental sustainability and
resiliency. The study will document existing
problems and opportunities, consider and evaluate
solutions and identified preferred water,
wastewater and stormwater servicing strategies.

The Integrated Urban Water Plan study will
evaluate servicing plans for current and future
developments and identify alternative solutions and
sustainability initiatives. The study will also
integrate current sustainability, resiliency and
climate change adaptation/mitigation initiatives
identified in Green Directions Vaughan and the
Official Plan Review.
